A majority of those persons voting will determine whether said proposed budget is rejected or accepted.  The vote on the budget shall be by a "yes" or "no" vote on the voting machines in each of the member Towns on Wednesday, the 7th of May, 2008, from 

6:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.  After the budget is approved, the Board shall estimate the share of net expenses to be paid by each member Town and shall notify the Treasurer thereof.
