The report included percent of students at or above State goal in each subject area, five-year comparisons, participation rate, and next steps for improvement.  Mr. Agostine noted that the yearly tracking of cohort data using the new data management system is scheduled for implementation.  Mr. Agostine also noted that teachers serve as mentors for students who do not meet proficiency, and he reviewed the process used to help these students.
